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RESOLUTION 32-5

RESOLUTION CONCERNING CLIMATE CHANGE ADAPTATION

WHEREAS a growing number of studies anticipate that adverse impacts of climate change
will have a negative impact on the economy in a number of key areas including agriculture and food
security, water resources, coastal zones, public health, climate-related disaster risk management,
buildings and infrastructure, and natural resources management; and

WHEREAS the New England states and Eastern Canadian provinces are already
experiencing the impacts of climate change; and

WHEREAS the Climate Change Steering Committee is implementing the recommendations
from the 2007 Ministerial Forum on Energy and the Environment with a focus on energy efficiency
and conservation, and adaptation strategies; and

WHEREAS the Climate Change Action Plan calls for the reduction of GHG emissions and
adaptation to negative social, economic and environmental impacts of climate change, within the
context of the region's sustainable development; and

WHEREAS the majority of the region’s population and infrastructure reside in areas that are
vulnerable to sea-level rise and increasingly severe and frequent storms. adaptation planning and
implementation is becoming an urgent priority; and

WHEREAS working in partnership on adaptation would allow the region to understand
impacts more fully, share resources, develop sustainable and robust adaptation strategies.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Conference of New England

Governors and Eastern Canadian Premiers (NEG/ECP) recognize the importance of adapting to
climate change in our region; and
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
